RESOLUTION – FIRST READING 

Resolution No. 6189-16-Approving the Submission of a Grant Application and Authorizing The Acceptance of

Commissioner Williams 

Commissioner Williams asked Ms. Dickstein to provide information on the assault that took place at the World 

of Wonder Elementary School. 

 

Ms. Dickstein asked Assistant Police Chief, Mark Ecton, to the podium to provide an update. 

 

Assistant Police Chief Ecton said the Dayton Police Department has spent over 100 hours interviewing citizens 

who may have information leading to the arrest of the suspect.  He said they have uniform officers, as well as 

detectives, around the school searching for witnesses who could have information on the subject.  Assistant 

Chief Ecton said anyone with information should call 222-STOP. 

 

Commissioner Williams asked about the additional measures in place by Dayton Public Schools. 

 

Assistant Chief Ecton said he attended a meeting with Dayton Public Schools and their chief security officer said 

the measures they are implementing include enhanced video in and around the school, fencing, and more 

volunteers. 

 

Commissioner Williams asked if citizens would like to remain anonymous, when talking with police about this 

incident, who they should call. 

 

Assistant Chief Ecton said that citizens may call 222-STOP to give information and they do not have to give 

their name.

Mayor Whaley thanked Assistant Chief Mark Ecton for the work police is doing in solving this case.
