
On Wednesday, June 8, 2016, at 8:30 a.m., the Dayton City Commission met in regular session in the 

Commission Chambers of City Hall.  

 

CALL TO ORDER 

Mayor Whaley called the meeting to order. 

 

INVOCATION 

Commissioner Williams gave the invocation. 
 

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 

Mayor Whaley led the public in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

ROLL CALL 

Roll call was taken and Mayor Whaley, Commissioners Williams, Joseph, Mims and Shaw were present. The 

Clerk of Commission, Ms. Rashella Lavender, and the City Manager, Ms. Shelley Dickstein, were also present. 

 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Commissioner Mims made the motion to approve the minutes from the June 1, 2016, meeting.  

Commissioner Williams seconded the motion. The previous meeting minutes were unanimously approved.

SPECIAL AWARDS/PRESENTATIONS 

Scleroderma Awareness Walk 

Mayor Whaley invited Ms. Demeshia Trice, Engagement Specialist for Homefull, to the podium to provide a 

community update on the Scleroderma Awareness Walk.   

 

Ms. Trice said Scleroderma is a chronic progressive disease affecting 15,000 Ohioans and their families.  She 

said on August 6, 2016, the Scleroderma Family Fun Run and Walk will take place at Community Park in 

Fairborn, Ohio with registration beginning at 9:30 a.m. and the walk beginning at 11:00 a.m.  Ms. Trice said the 

cost of the walk is $20.00 and will include a T-Shirt.  She said anyone interested in attending the event can visit 

www.scleroderma.org/steppingoutgreaterdayton  or call 937-554-1425. 

 

The Clerk of Commission, Ms. Lavender, read a proclamation. 

 

Greater Dayton Premier Management 

Mayor Whaley invited Ms. Jennifer Heapy, Chief Executive Director of Greater Dayton Premier Management 

(GDPM), to the podium to provide a community update.   

 

Mayor Whaley said under the leadership of Ms. Heapy she has seen a great partnership between GDPM and the 

Department of Planning and Community Development. 

 

Ms. Heapy said GDPM offers two types of programs; Asset Management and 

Housing Choice Voucher.  She said with the Asset Management, GDPM owns and operates all units and 

performs all maintenance.  She said under the Housing Choice Voucher properties are owned and operated by 

private landlords. 

 

Ms. Heapy said the 2015 Asset Management Program Statistics state there are 2,749 Asset Management units.  

Currently on the waiting list are 2,336 citizens.  She said the occupancy rate is 98 percent and over 19,998 work 

orders were completed.  Ms. Heapy said GDPM has processed 1,585 applications with 608 residents moving in. 

 

Ms. Heapy said the Housing Choice Voucher Program waiting list opened in January 2015 and had not been 

opened since 2008.  She said 7,497 applications have been submitted online.  She said the utilization rate is 97 

percent and they pay out $1.8 million per month. 

 

Ms. Heapy said they have several special voucher programs.  She said the biggest is the Veterans Administration 

Supportive Housing along with YWCA, St. Vincent and Iowa.

Ms. Heapy said the Family Self Sufficiency staff provides assistance through partnerships with 20 community 

partners. She said they offer assistance with homeownership education, housekeeping classes, job readiness, 

computer training, summer programs, and the health resource center. 

 

Ms. Heapy said capital need requests submitted by site managers over the past three years varied.  She said 

approximately $3.8 million is available through the Capital Fund Program to address capital needs.  She said the 

Capital Fund Grant has decreased 43 percent from 2009 to 2015. 

 

Ms. Heapy said the future plans for GDPM is actively seeking available properties and land. She said they are 

waiting for the Brandt Meadows Tax Credit.  She said they have applied for the Safety and Security Grant for 

DeSoto Bass and Hilltop Homes and a Jobs Plus Grant for $2.5 million over four years targeting DeSoto Bass 

homes. 

 

Ms. Heapy said GDPM has applied for the Rental Assistance Demonstration (RAD) which is a HUD initiative 

that allows the conversion of HUD-assisted rental units from the Section 9 Low Income Public Housing program 

to the Project-Based Section 8 program. 

 

Ms. Heapy said the application was submitted in May 2016.  She said currently Congress authorized only 

185,000 units to convert.  Ms. Heapy said by submitting applications now it reserves GDPM’s RAD spot on the 

waiting list.  

 

Mayor Whaley thanked Ms. Heapy for her leadership in the community.
