drop off leaves at the three composting locations below
between 8:00 a.m.-6:00 p.m.

Sunday. Leaves can be dropped at these sites without a
paper bag, but they must be emptied from plastic bags.
No grass, sticks, or other debris should be included.

4 easy steps to get rid of your bulk
m Schedule items for collection prior to setting out.

m Set out bulk items after 3:00p.m. on the day before your
scheduled pickup or no later than 6:30 a.m. on
scheduled day.

m Separate tires and metal items from other bulk items
(they're picked up by separate trucks).

m Roll carpet into bundles not longer than 4 ft. and 2 ft. in
diameter.
