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Dayton Police Promoting Safe Exchange Zones

The Dayton Police Department is reminding community members about the City’s Safe Exchange
Zones. These are located at four of the police buildings throughout the city. These locations can
be used for various purposes, such as exchanges for online transactions or child custody exchanges.

In 2023, the Dayton Police Department has seen an increase in theft regarding internet transactions
where people meet up in person. These have ranged from robbery with a weapon to using
counterfeit money for the transaction.

This year, at least 40 incidents have occurred where victims tried to sell an ATV or a dirt bike, but
the property was stolen during the transaction. There have been at least 70 incidents where a victim
tried to buy or sell something online, and when meeting with the potential purchaser, it resulted in
the loss of the property or money.

These crimes have primarily involved juveniles. There are numerous red flags that people should
be aware of with online transactions, such as not wanting to meet at a safe exchange zone, changing
the location at the last minute, or the person/persons does not look like their online picture.

The four safe exchange zones are located at:
